     Some people worry that the information they provide could be used against them. However, census information is completely confidential. It is never shared with other government agencies, including the IRS, any office of immigration, TANF, or the FBI. Sharing census data is a federal offense. 

     Some of the other programs census information is used for:  Number of Representatives in Congress and in the state legislature, college grant and loan programs, hospitals, job training centers, emergency services, road and community improvements, and many more.
